December Mission of the Month - Breaking the Chains Congregation 

Since its founding in 2016, Breaking the Chains (BtC) has been a special 

mission for Faith.  Pastor Mark Thompson (a child of our congregation) is 

the pastor.  Mark sent us the message below to bring us an update on BtC.  

He hopes to return for another visit Faith in January.

Breaking the Chains Congregation, located at the Felmers Chaney Correctional Center (30
th
 & Fond du 

Lac Avenue in Milwaukee) is truly a ministry of the Greater Milwaukee Synod - ELCA. The support being 

offered alongside the men seeking successful re-entry into society has been generous and impactful. 

Equally important is the Christian witness of many of the residents to the Synod and the community of 

Milwaukee. Thus far, roughly 20 people have completed the 3-hour DOC volunteer training and may 

attend Bible Study on Wednesdays or the weekly Saturday worship service. In 2017, worship on Saturday 

nights averaged 6 people, 3 men and 3 volunteers. Thus far in 2018, weekly service of Word & Sacrament 

is averaging 8 people, 6 residents and 2 volunteers. Thus far, 6 of the men with whom a relationship was 

established inside the Center have remained involved with an ELCA ministry upon their release. 

  

As we enter the season of Advent, we are remembering yet again the amazing arrival of a tiny baby Jesus. 

We can also ponder the courage and faithfulness of his parents. It takes a community of people to 

surround those who are called to be a messenger or angel for God (Messenger is an English translation, 

rather than a transliteration, for the Greek word Euangelion/Evangelism). We live in a world desperately 

needing more witnesses to Jesusô offer of salvation and encouragement toward justice. Faith Lutheran 

Church is helping many to give that witness. For that support, the Steering Committee and the residents 

thank all of you. May this Christmas season help us to remain hope-full and love-filled.

Thank you to all who attended the Trust Funds Forum on November 11. We had a great 

turn out of people who listened, asked questions, gave comments, and who we hope will follow 

through with their interest in Faithôs Trust Funds. Remember, this is your Trust Funds and we are 

always open for your input.  

 

Itôs that time of the year when the Trust Funds Committee invites you to become familiar with the Trust 

Funds routine to receive grant requests and applications for scholarships.  

 

This is another reminder of the WHO, WHAT, WHEN , and HOW to submit applications for grants and 

scholarships.  

 

The Trust Funds committee has established an APPLICATION CYCLE , a period of time during which 

interested groups or individuals are asked to submit their requests for grants, using the standard request 

form available from the church office after January 1 and which must be returned to the church office on 

or before February 28, 2018. The percentage of funds to be distributed will be guided by the total return 

on investment experience in the year just ended.  

 

ñApplications must include a detailed description of the request and the expected benefits of the grant to 

the applicant and to others.ò  

 

ñApplicants may request specific amounts, but there is no guarantee that these amounts will be awarded.ò  

 

ñAll grant decisions will be at the discretion of the Trust Fund Committee.ò 

 

ñStrong preference will be given to applications supported by members of Faith.ò  

 

The Trust Funds SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM  is separate from the regular Distribution Program. The 

purpose of the Scholarship Program is to provide support to eligible Faith Lutheran Church members who 

are pursuing post-secondary education (further education after high school graduation). The amount 

available each year will be agreed upon by the FLC Trust Funds Committee and will depend upon the 

Trust Fund Investment performance. The Trust Funds Scholarship four- page application form may be 

obtained from the church office after January 1, to be completed and returned by Feb. 28. Please allow 

time to obtain a written recommendation as required. The application form contains a coversheet stating 

the Eligibility, Selection Criteria, Application Process, plus Additional Information.  

 

Please NOTE!  the attached ñcover sheetò of the scholarship application and the Application for Grant in 

this FOCUS, explaining the process and the eligibility guidelines.  

 

Forms for grant requests and scholarship applications are available from the church office.  
 

AGAIN! all requests and applications must be returned to the church office by February 28th ï no 

exceptions.  
 

Grants and Scholarships are announced in early May.
