TODAY --- TOMORROW --- THE FUTURE  
 
May 2020 
 
With the coronavirus now affecting all aspects of our daily lives, the church is finding new ways 
to continue our work, given the strong leadership provided by Pastor John Norquist, Council 
President Al Gresch, and many others in our congregation.  And, so it is with the Trust Funds 
Committee, which recently conducted its first ever remote (zoom) meeting using our home 
computers.  It is likely that this will be our approach for the foreseeable future.  Although we 
miss seeing our friends up close, the positive news is that remote / zoom meetings are rather 
fun and easy to conduct, and broadly embraced by church members.  When life gives you 
lemons, make lemonade!   
 
Now back to the topic at hand.  At the February 28th deadline, we had received nineteen 
benevolence grant applications and nine scholarship applications, making 2020 a very busy and 
active year for the Trust Fund Committee!  With a vote of the committee at our “March” meeting 
(held on April 2nd via zoom), the $33,000 allocated to benevolence grants and scholarships was 
split as follows: benevolence grants ($20,000), occasional grants ($3,000) and scholarships 
($10,000).  With $2,500 in scholarship funds held over from 2019, the total budget for 2020 
scholarships is $12,500.   
 
The 9 scholarship applications included five individuals who were given scholarships in the past, 
and four individuals who were applying for the first time.  It was decided to give first time 
applicants a slightly higher allocation ($1,500), as compared to the amount given to those who 
received a scholarship in the past ($1,300). [(5 x $1,300) + (4 x $1,500) = $12,500] 
 
As for the benevolence grants, a rating system was developed and applied to rank the nineteen 
applications, which allowed a preliminary distribution of the $20,000.  This distribution will be 
discussed, modified as necessary, and approved at the April 22nd Trust Fund meeting.  The 
occasional grant budget ($3,000) may be used later in the year, should there be an approved 
request. 
 
These times are certainly challenging, but the work of our church goes on.  In fact, given the 
many hardships brought on by the virus, the work of the Trust Fund Committee is now more 
important than ever.  Given our financial resources, we are blessed to have the opportunity to 
help so many in these strange times.

Some 

of you may recall that we had discussions around the common practices of Generosity and 

Showing Up late in 2019.  These were lively discussions, and we received positive feedback 

from them.  Further, they are very compatible with a virtual format!  Look for details on the 

schedule in the upcoming weekly newsletters.   

 

In this Safer at Home time, we are also trying a new Bible study offered through Zoom by 

ChurchNext.  This began on April 23 and is continuing each Thursday night through May 28th.  

But, don’t worry if you missed the first few, you can go watch them on the ChurchNext website, 

churchnext.tv.  If people are interested, we can convene a group from Faith via Zoom to discuss 

the lectures and material.  The course is FREE but you do need to create an account with 

ChurchNext to access the lectures.  If you need help getting set up, contact any member of the 

adult education team (Joyce Caldwell, Ellie Anderson, Pam Gergens, Terry Groh and Linda 

Peterson).

a.  Monthly Financial Update  

i.  YTD congregation giving is behind budget by over $5,000.  
ii.  YTD expenses are about $1,900 below budget.  

iii.  The Covid crisis makes it difficult to know right now what this will mean for the full year.  
We will have to watch carefully when things return to ñnormalò. 

b.  CARES Act Loan  

i.  Faith applied and was approved for approximately $24,000 in a federal  Paycheck 
Protection Program (PPP) loan.  We are very grateful to Leo Buser and Bob Guse for  

moving on this so quickly , sinc e the federal funds allocated have already been used up.  
This loan will be forgiven to the exten t that it replace s employee compensation over 2.5 
months.  Pastor noted that this extra cash will allow us to continue our planned 

ministries and not pull back  on our generosity to those in need.   But regardless of  this 
financial windfall, we need to encourage members to stay true to their planned giving.  

ii.  The CARES Act allows for a 2020 charitable deduction of up to $300 above and beyond 
the standard deduction.   

iii.  For those who itemize, the CARES Act also lifts the 60% of AGI limit for cash donations 

made in 2020.  We need to educate all members about these changes.  
iv.  We will reserve the May 3 forum time for the Q1 financial report to the congregation.  

This may inc lude a recording from Leo as well as a Zoom meeting to allow Q&A.  Details 
TBD.  

 
IV.  Pastorôs Report:  In addition to his written report, Pastor added the following comments: 

a.  Thanks to everyone for being ñchurch together ò during this difficult time.  He is pro ud of our 

entire congregation.  
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b.  In addition to Facebook Live, Faith is making very good use of YouTube.  Pastor feels we can 
take even greater advantage of this to enhance our (internal and external) outreach and 

communication.  
c.  In addition to the partner m inistries mentioned in Pastorôs report, Outreach for Hope is also 

looking  for additional funds during this difficult time.  
d.  Also related to our partner ministries, Tom S stated that, due to COVID crisis, Faith did not 
send a meal to St Benôs in April.  He recommended that we send St Benôs a check for the 

amount we would normally spend on one month of St Benôs groceries. A motion was made 
by Joe D and seconded by Tom S to send St Benôs a check for 1/6 of our annual St. Benôs 

grocery cost (exact amount to be c alculated by Judy G).  Motion was approved.  We may 
revisit this later in the year if St Benôs remains closed. 

 

V.  Mission & Vision Visibility Update: Council is in agreement about the need for keeping our 
Mission and Vision posted prominently in and around o ur building.  Terry Groh is open to 

creating signage but needs guidance on what we want and how much to spend.  Joyce C 
raised the question of where such funds might come from.  Possible sources mentioned were 
the Music & Worship budget and Thrivent Action  Grants . We need to give Terry ideas and 

guidelines and then let him be creative.  S ome s uggestions :  Make indoor  items portable; 
possibly  create two movable items for inside and a more permanent item for outside; 

Highlight our mission on one item and our v ision on two items; a sign on the former volleyball 
poles; Parking lot art; Hanging a sign from the arch  (gateway to the woods) .   

 
VI.  New Connection & Ministry ideas  

a.  Pastor commented on the power of storytelling via videos.  He suggested that people who 

have  stories to tell might use video to tell their stories.  We might be able to get guidance 
from Maia Thompson for producing videos.  Other related ideas included:  Al & Amanda 

recording music; Comments from Joyce and Tom Christie; Challenge of the week for 
messages from members; Videos of the children of our congregation to keep us all in touch 
with them.  

b.  Two ideas from the Evangelism report also would qualify as new connection ideas.  (1) Team 
members are preparing to reach out to members to share their fa ith and to encourage 

others to do the same.  (2) The team also plans to invite our area ELCA congregation 
partners to a joint Evangelism meeting to share ideas and possibly partner on future efforts.  

c.  Also qualify ing as New Connections , t he group studying R econciling in Christ has also been 

making calls.  
d.  We are reminded that council members have agreed to share their own stories.  

     
  VI.   Committees/New/Old Business:  

a.  Property Management ï Tom D., Jeff M.: No written report.  Tom D reported that the two 

entryway railings are now done.  The next project will be drafting a policy for donations of 
physical property.  Al G also asked that the PM committee address the question of how their 

2020 efforts will contribute to 2020 council goals.  
b.  Stewardship ï Esthe r: Written report submitted. Q1 Statements will be going out and will 

include a cover letter emphasizing generosity along with a pew envelope.  She also 

expressed a desire for Thrivent members to apply for Action Grants and to consider directing 
their annu al Thrivent Choice dollars.  

c.  Land Use ï Tom Sear, Joyce, Esther: No Report  
d.  Trust Funds ï Tom Sear, Joe Dorr: Written Report Submitted  
e.  Education/Church in Society ï Joyce: Written Report Submitted.  The committee will resume 

scheduling specific topics into forum times, via Zoom during the COVID crisis.   
f.  Music and Worship: Amanda, Tom S: No recent meetings  
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g.  Evangelism ï Joe Dorr: Written report submitted.  Special items were also discussed and 
documented in item VI .b.  above.  

h.  Church in Society -  Esther: The So cial Justice Book group will meet via Zoom on April 23 to 
discuss the book Rescuing the Gospel from the Cowboys.  

i.  Personnel Committee ï Al: Committee will meet on 4/16 with the main discussion be 
finalizing the job description for the new position of FCP activities  Coordinat or .
